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2. A little story and a special way to get a Christ  mas tree

22 million Christmas trees are sold in Germany every year! This means that almost every
household has an emblazoned Christmas tree at home on Christmas Eve, the 24" of December.

Would you believe that it was forbidden in Erlangen to cut trees to be used as a Christmas tree up
until 1845.The police threatened the inhabitants of Erlangen in the local newspaper of 1837 that
imprisonment and fines would strike every person who would dear to cut a tree and also every
person who would put up a tree in the house. But the “new” tradition to decorate a living tree
(symbol for birth and life) got so endeared that the authorities could not stop it and had to give in.

Nowadays you can buy your Christmas tree in front of supermarkets or building supplies stores
and at every Christmas market.

(built at the same time as the baroque theatre, between 1718-1720).

Forchheim with its historical centre and nice shops is always worth visiting but at the end of last
month a new attraction was added: An archaeological museum , the “Archaologie-Museum
Oberfranken”. 600 antique pieces, some of them nearly 100 000 years old make this exhibition
unique in our region. You find the museum in the beautiful rooms (some of them with antique wall

paintings) of the "Pfalzmuseum”, Kapellenstr. 16.
