The past year we informed you about seasonal customs in Germany in our newsletter.  
Starting this newsletter we would like to introduce seasonal recipes of Germany to you. 
 
Since August and September are the ideal months to have a nice barbecue, we want to contribute the most 
famous German salad to your menue, the “Kartoffelsalat”.  
      
There are, of course, a lot more than just one potatoe salad recipe in Germany but in the two southern 
federal states, Bavaria and Baden-Würtemberg the following recipe is the favorite one.

Boil the potatoes for 20-30 minutes. (Check after 20 minutes if they are soft enough.) Peel the potatoes (as 
long as they are still warm) and cut them in thin slices. Add the salt, pepper, hot vegetable/beef stock and 
vinegar. Put aside for at least 1 hour. If all the liquid is gone after one hour add more of the stock. The salad 
should be moist. 
NOTE: The oil should only be added shortly before serving. After having added the oil taste if you have to 
add maybe a little salt, pepper or vinegar. 
 

If you like, you can now add a planed ccccucumberucumberucumberucumber. Or, to give your guests a chance to choose, add to half of 
the portion half a (or a whole as you like) cucumber and serve the other half without.  
NOTE: Before you add the planed cucumber, salt it, and wait until the salt is melted, then drain the 
cucumber and add to the potatoes. You can start this process already while the potatoes are cooking.

6. Hint for two special excursions 
 
 
• There are quite a few nice castles in our region. There is one you certainly should visit while you 

are here: “Schloß Seehof”  near Bamberg. You reach the castle by car via A73, exit 
Memmelsdorf. Or you can also go by train to Bamberg and then take bus No.7 to Seehof. 

      The castle is open April to October on Tuesday to Sunday from 10am to 4pm and there is a   
      guided tour through the castle at 4pm on Saturday and 2pm on Sunday. 
      Around the castle you find a beautiful park with a lake and the biggest attraction is the trick 
      fountain (cascade) working from May to October 7th daily from 11am to 5pm every full hour. 
      Near the entrance of the park next to the former “Orangerie” there is a nice coffee shop where you  
      can enjoy “Kaffee und Kuchen” or other refreshments and snacks. 

 
 
 

• “Burg Rabenstein” is located in the Franconian Swiss, the “Fränkische Schweiz” and offers more 
than just one attraction. The castle itself is worth going there. There are guided tours daily 
throughout April-October between 11am and 5pm. From November to March at 11am, 2pm and 
4pm.The guided tour costs Euro 3,50 for grown ups and Euro 2,50 for children (age 5-14). 
 
Another attraction is the falconry where 12 different birds of prey present their “air show”. The 
falconry is open daily (except Monday) between April 1st and November 1st. Between 11am and 
5pm. Adults pay Euro 2,50, children Euro 1,50 (age 5-14) for the show. 
 
Only 10 minutes away is the “Sophienhöhle”, a stalactite cave which can be called a natural 
miracle. It is open for visitors daily from April to October (except Monday) between 10.30am and 
5pm. The entrance free is Euro 3,50 for adults and Euro 2,50 for children (age 5-14)  
 

             There are also concerts in the cave. The next one will be on August 22nd (jazz with unusual  
             instruments) for more information and to get an impression of this really outstanding place as 
             well as how to get to Burg Rabenstein see  http://www.burg-rabenstein.de/  under “Was ist los” 
             you will find the complete program for the rest of this year.

The Elisabeth church built in the 15th century was erected on very sandy soil and every 
year on the inauguration day of the church one would hope and pray that the soft soil would not harm the 
building. Until today the church is standing and this is a good reason for a six day celebration every year 
in August. 
This year the “Sandkerwa” will take place between August 21st and 25th, right in the centre of the old 
town, and also on ships. There will be all kinds of boats and boat competitions along the river of Regnitz. 
The fishermen’s houses along the river the so called “Klein Venedig” will be illuminated at night. 
Needless to say, there will be music and all kinds of food and beverages. At the end of the last day fire 
works will end this fair at 22pm.
