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1. Recipe for a “German Hamburger”

Every region in Germany seams to have a different name for this dish. The most
common ones are:

“Frikadelle”, “Boulette”, “Fleischkichle”, “Fleisch pflanzerl!”.

But, the following recipe is certainly basically the same in every German household.

Soak roll in hot water.

Put meat in second bowl

Steam diced onions (the onions should not get brown but soft)
Now add onions to the meat

Add the crushed roll (cleft in very small pieces)

Add eggs and spices

Mix well and form the meat balls (about 6 cm x 1 %2 cm)
Sear for %2 minute on both sides, reduce heat and then roast for 5-8minutes on each side.
Serve with mashed potatoes and any kind of vegetable or salad or just with potato salad.
