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There are, of course, many different plum cake recipes in Germany: We would like to introduce to you
one, which is easy to make, and tastes great at the same time!

Pint the washed and drained plums and cut so that the plum shows more or less 4 equal pieces.

Mix the butter, sugar and vanilla sugar until it is creamy, add the eggs, mix again for a while and then add
the flower and baking powder mixture, at the end add the almonds.

Fill the dough in a round baking pan (24-26cm diameter) and arrange the plums then spread chopped
almonds.

Bake for about 70-90 min. in the middle part of the oven. Electric oven 175 © gas oven grade 3.

After the cake is done, (always check in the middle with a needle before you take it out if there is no soft
dough left) put the sugar cinnamon mixture on the cake.

Serve it with wiped cream. The cake tastes best after 12-24 hours.

October 5th 2008 there will be the big ,Erntedankfest und Kiirbisfest* (Thanksgiving and
pumpkin festival) in Muggendorf.

It starts with a church service at 9am in both churches and at 1.40 pm the “GroR3e
Erntefestzug” (big harvest parade) will follow. This harvest parade is one of the biggest in our
region — people from other villages come to help with the decoration of the carriages which
takes many hours every year.

The biggest attraction will take place in the evening at 7pm when the pumpkin parade
presented mainly by children with their beautifully decorated carriages starts. It all ends with
the “Erntefeuer”, a big fire arranged to thank for a good harvest. There will also be a brass
band and it all ends with a firework.

The botancical garden in Erlangen is one of the smallest in Germany but also one of the nicest.
Especially at this time of the year there is a lot to discover and to admire. The garden is open
daily from 8am to 4pm and the green house is open from Tuesday to Sunday from 9.30am to
3.30pm. The address is Loschgestr. 3 (near Theaterplatz) The entrance is free.

On Sundays between 2pm and 4pm there is an additional attration open for visitors, the “Neischl
Hohle”, a replicaction of a stalacite cave on the grounds of the botanical gardens.

Oskar Koller is one of the most famous painters in our region. He died in 2004 and the city of
Erlangen is now honoring him with an exhibition called “Licht und Farbe”. Art lovers should not
miss this great exposition with it's coIorfuI and bright paintings.

The exhibtion is still on until October 5™ at the “Kunstmuseum Erlangen”, Nurnberger Str. 9. Open
Tuesday to Friday from 11am to 6pm and Saturday and Sunday from 11am to 4pm.

3. Furth News

If you like flea markets the so called “Grafflmarkt” in Firth is a “MUST". It will take place
September 19™ and 20"™. You can find this market along GustavstralRe, Waagplatz, Waagstralie,
Kdnigstralle, Gruner Markt, Léwenplatz and Geleitsgasse. The ,Grafflmarkt” for children will be
on Paisleyplatz this year. This market is fun to visit, it is known to be one of the most unique flea
markets in our region.

The blggest eventin Furth is coming up again, the “Michaelis-Kirchweih” will take place from
October 3" to October 15". This 7,6 km long street fair offers a unique atmosphere. You will not



find a beer tent but all guesthouses around the fair are waiting for you to taste their food and
drinks!

The high light will again be the harvest festival parade, Sunday, October 12" Then 35 parade
floats can be admired, there will be 22 brass bands, folk dances and beautiful costumes as well
as concerts. The parade starts at 11am. A good spot to wait is near the town hall, in Kénigstral3e.
If you come with children it is wise to be there at least at 10.30am to have the possibility to stand
in front.

This parish fair goes back to the year 850 when the inauguration of the “Michaelis Kirche” took
place. Do not miss the largest street fair in Bavaria! You find the fair right in the centre next to the
town hall of Firth. Open daily from 10am to 11pm on Sundays from 11am to 11pm. The fair ends
on October 15" with a firework at 10pm.

The biggest show in Nirnberg presently is certainly the show “Afrika! Afrika” created by André
Heller!

You will
find the circus tend at the Ingolstadter Strasse near the Nirnberger Z-Bau.

The “Albrecht-Direr-Haus” was the home of this famous German painter between 1509 and
1528. This is where he lived and also worked. However, this timbered house was already built in
1420.

Next to the permanent exhibition where you can learn everything about this great artist, there are
always temporary exhibitions. Now you can see, still until October 12", paintings by



Aja von Loeper. She painted the Albrecht Direr’s timbered house 36 times at different times and
seasons. You can also see some of her famous “Waldarbeit” paintings, which she created out in
the forest where she felt close to Direr’s belief that art and nature are a unity.

There are guided tours in English through the house by “Agnes Durer” every Saturday at

11lam. You can also discover the “Durer Haus” with an audio guide which is included in the
entrance price. It is actually one of the most frequented tourist attractions in Nirnberg — last year
67 570 visitors - came to see this sight.

The museum is open Tuesday to Sunday from 10am to 5pm, Thursday from 10am to 8pm.
Starting November-February: Tuesday to Friday from 1pm-5pm, Thursday from 1pm to 8pm

and Saturday and Sunday from 10am to 5pm at Albrecht-Durer-StraRe 39, 90317 Nurnberg.
