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1. Recipe:

2 onions

1 clove of garlic

3 carrots

% a celery root

1 field garlic

6-8 potatoes

salt, pepper

% table spoon of marjoram
2 litres vegetable stock
Parsley

2-3 Wiener, if you like

Steam diced onions and diced garlic in oil for 5-8 minutes (until the onions are soft)
Add the peeled and chopped carrots, celery and field garlic and steam for another 5-8 minutes

Stir from time to time
Add spices

Add vegetable stock and then add the potatoes cut in cubes (2-3cm)
Steam for another 20-30 minutes until all the ingredients are done

Puree half of the vegetables and potatoes and add to the soup again.

Spread the parsley onto the soup

This soup is not a starter it is a main dish for 4 persons and if you wish you can cut wiener and

add them to the soup. Serve with rye bread.



2. Erlangen News

Finally after an unusually long winter spring has arrived and everybody wants to go out and enjoy
the open air and nature.

Therefore we think we should introduce to you four beautiful gardens in Erlangen . All of them
are open for public and free of charge.

- The most famous garden in Erlangen is, of course the “Schlo3garten”, the park right
behind the castle. It used to be a baroque garden until the last third of the 18" century
and was then altered into an English garden. The most important attraction of the former
baroque garden, the so called “Hugenottenbrunnen”, is still there and you should make at
least one photo of this unique fountain while you are here.

It is allowed to bring a plancet to relax on the lawn. (Open daily from 8am — 8pm)

- Right next to the “Schlof3garten” (north/east) you find Erlangen’s “Botanischer Garten”
It is also on the ground of the former baroque garden. On 20 000gm you find 4000
different plants some of them in glass houses. This garden is really worth visiting in the
upcoming seasons. On the ground of the botanical garden there is also an artificial
stalactite cave from the early 20"
century. The cave is open only in
summer every Sunday between
2pm and 4pm. The botanical
garden is open daily from 8am to
4pm (starting June even until
5.30pm) The green houses are
open Tuesday-Sunday from
9.30am-3.30pm.

- Since April 1% the
“Aromagarten” started the
season again. This garden
belongs to the university, like the
botanical garden and is first of all
a ground for university
experiments in the fields of
medicaments, spicery and
cosmetics. There are large
groups of about 100 different
shrubs which guarantee all kinds
of various aromas. The best
season is summer and fall, then
this garden is an oasis of
exhalation!

The garden is open daily until
October from 7.am to 7pm.

- Right next to the ground of the famous beer festival “Bergkirchweih” between the streets
“An den Kellern” and “Burgbergstraf3e” you find the “Heinrich Kirchner
Skulpturengarten“ where art meets nature. Heinrich Kirchner is an artist from Erlangen
born here in 1902. 80 years later the city of Erlangen opened this garden. In the
meantime 19 huge sculpures all of them with a religious meaning are waiting for visitors.
The garden is always open, there will be guided tours staring “An den Kellern” Sunday
June 21% and Sunday July 26™ at 10.30am.

(German holiday).

The tour starts in Erlangen, Baiersdorfer StraBe at the public parking lot at 10am. The first stop
will be in Baieresdorf in a beautiful old church where you will hear the first concer. The second
concert will be in Kirchehrenbach, there will also be the chance for a lunch brake at the guest
house “Zur Sonne”. The two following concerts will be in Leutenbach (3pm) and Pinzberg
(4.30pm). Afterwards the tour returns to Erlangen.

The tour is organized by the “Institut fir Kirchenmusik” of the University of Er langen -
Nurnberg . The two organists, Konrad Klek and Christoph R. Morath are well known musicians.
